Sportsplex, and on the 10th anniversary, in the 2004-05 

season the name was changed to the Lonnie Krahn Spring 

Classic  

September of 2005 Governor General Norm Kwong presented Lonnie the Alberta Centennial Award. A well-

deserved award as Lonnie had by this time coached ringette for 18 years and coached fastball for 14 years and tire-

lessly served on various boards and committees.  

In the spring of 2012, Lonnie watched his grandson play his first of two years in ringette. It was a very emotional 

moment for Lonnie. This would also be the last year Lonnie would be actively organizing the Spring Classic and the 

following season, the tournament was moved to the fall and is now known as the Lonnie Krahn Fall Classic.  

In 2001 Lonnie was asked why he does it. He replies: “For the Love of the Game and the Participants”
